Thanks to the                  

kindness and generosity of you, our       

supporters we will continue to provide 

assistance to pets in our community.

The 

uric acid crystals in pet urine are to 

blame for the  stubborn stains and 

recurring odors.  But the alkaline       

baking soda and the oxidizing power 

of hydrogen peroxide break up those 

crystals, allowing the dish soapõs             

detergents to wash them away.
